This year your child is required to read 6 books during the year and fill out his/her Genre Passport. 
He/She is to read the genres that are listed on the passport. There are 3 different “passports”. Your child only has to complete one passport, but may complete as many as he/she wishes throughout the year. The books are to be checked out of the library. If you have the same book at home that we have in the library, your child may bring that copy if he/she chooses.

He/She must give a very short summary of the book to their class. Students in grades 3-5 must write at least one booktalk and post it on the BookBlog through the website: mikids.com.
